After the 1st June we are expecting to be able to recommence allowing athletes and 
teams to prepare themselves for competition. Turf bookings will not be taken for 
dates before this time. 
Phase 3 – Return to play (competition) 
This stage will not commence until the current mass gathering restrictions have been 
lifted. 
NZ Hockey has indicated that from 13th June competition can recommence pending the 
announcement on increasing the mass gathering restrictions.
