Astroturf and New Fencing;

We are very fortunate to have new funding for new astroturf to be installed over the
next term break. We are also aware we need to replace the fencing around the turf but
at this stage can’t afford it.

We need to raise $54k to replace the fencing and have had a fantastic idea put
forward on how we might be able to raise the money for new fencing.
